DIRECTING DISCIPLESHIP WITH SKILL

numbers point to the lack of or ineffective discipleship in today’s church. How can we work
together to find solutions to this problem in our churches?

What kind
of results do you expect? How do you plan an effective disciple-making strategy? You
will find how one church focused on disciple-making. You will also find some
downloadable resources for help with developing and planning your disciple-making
strategy.

e ldeas for Promotion: How many ways can we get the attention of disciples who need to
be growing in Christlikeness and developing skills for ministry? Find examples from
churches that are making disciples. Other ideas will be added, so check back often.

e L eadership Development: Train! Train! Train! Bring discipleship leaders with you to THE
SUMMIT or a Sunday School and Discipleship Regional Conference near you. You will
also discover a downloadable resource with leadership coaching questions.

e Leader SKILL Lessons: You will find age-level leader lessons with listening guides to

help you walk your leaders through a brief training time. Some of these lessons will also
be linked with brief teaching videos.
